Prepare for overnight HOV lane closures

HOV closures will be in place all the way to the 14th St. Bridge and there will be no access to the
Pentagon. This will affect regular weeknight HOV closures and regular weekend full HOV closures.

Roadwork for the 1-395 HOV lanes requires an overnight closure of the HOV lanes from near Edsall Rd. to
the 14th St. Bridge. Weather permitting, the closure will take place during the following times:

e Monday, October 22: 8:00 p.m to 4:00 a.m.

e Tuesday, October 23: 8:00 p.m. to 4:00 a.m.

e Wednesday, October 24: 8:00 p.m. to 4:00 a.m.
e Thursday, October 25: 8:00 p.m. to 4:00 a.m.

Also be on the lookout for overnight closures and detours on the regular lanes

Roadwork along the King Street to 1-395 South will require overnight closures of the King Street
eastbound to 1-395 South ramp. Detour info below. Weather permitting the closure will take place:

e Monday, October 22: 12:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m.

e Tuesday, October 23: 12:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m.

e Wednesday, October 24:12:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m.
e Thursday, October 25: 12:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m.

Roadwork along I-395 North will require overnight, two lane closures starting at Glebe Road. Weather
permitting the closure will take place:

Monday, October 22: 12:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m
Tuesday, October 23: 12:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m
Wednesday, October 24: 12:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m.
Thursday, October 25: 12:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m.

e Friday, October 26: 12:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m.

There will be a two lane closure on [-395 North and a three lane closure on [-395 South at Braddock
Bridge during:

e Friday, October 26: 11:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m.
e Saturday, October 27: 11:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m.




There will be a full weekend HOV closure starting Friday, October 26 at 11:00 p.m. and concluding
Monday, October 29, at 4:00 a.m.

To access [-395 South, drivers traveling east on King Street will need to take the 1-395 exit ramp and turn
left onto 1-395 North, turn right onto Exit 6 Shirlington, follow the signs to Shirlington and then get back

onto 1-395 South.
